CURRENT WORK PRIORITIES 

· Recently allocated £65,000 in seedcorn funding to 10 Essex community reuse/recycling/awareness projects.  Supporting these projects


· Has assisted 6 Essex projects with new business plans, helping them win substantial CRED funding.  More projects in ipeline


· Delivering Choose2Reuse Essex campaign, with groups staffing awareness roadshows (June and October 2005) in partnership with Essex Council recycling officers


· Developing wider projects including
- bulky waste diversion by districts, and from CA sites

- Essex WEEE/electricals diversion project
- retail opportunities e.g. at CA sites
- wider partnerships with councils and community sector organisations
- joint work with neighbouring counties and the new regional Community Waste Network - East


· Has undertaken research on Essex community reuse/recycling tonnages, and bulky waste diversion opportunities with districts


· Promotes the sector including member directory on ECORRN website.


BACKGROUND

· Established two years ago, with assistance from the APU WasteWISE project - following meeting of 30 Essex groups in Harlow, March 2003


· Now set up as a limited company, with all members as shareholders, and its own bank account


· Supported by funding from DEFRA, Essex councils and the Big Lottery ‘SEED fund


· Members of Management Committee are Directors.  AGM in October.
